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INDIA KINNAUR - 2320 to 6816 M 2

" Walk to the Batseri, a typical kinnauri
' village across the Baspa river. Just
across the camp, this village is an
excellent example of the great hill
architecture. The local devta temple
which has lovely woodwork, is 2 must-
see.

Chitkul: this is the last and highest
village in the Baspa valley. Itis situated
on the right bank of the Baspa river.
There are three temples of local
goddess Mathi, The main one is 500
years old. The square ark of the
goddess is made of walnut wood and
is covered with  clothes and
surmounted by atuft of yak tail.

BEST SEASON: Mid March - Mid
November.

True to its name, the journey will take you into some of the most beautiful places most of us have
only heard but never seen. Your journey into the unknown moves into one of the most beautiful
valleys in the country and probably the world. Take a walk along the river or visit the quaint little
Batseri village across the banks, which boasts a beautiful Devta temple made of wood. Drive to
Kalpa famous for its apple and chilgoza plantations which are found only in Iran besides here.
See the KinnerKailash in all its majesty best viewed from Kalpa.
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SANGLA MEADOWS : Full day walk to
the green pastures.

RAKCHAM : Beautiful 4 hr walk along
the Baspa river to Rakcham village, it is
the signature walk of the valley. Its
name is derived from Rak a stone and
Cham a bridge. The site of the village is
striking at the west extremity of Glen,
and at the base a huge mass of bare
rock, which rises abruptly in numerous
black spires above the village.
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
